JAROSLAYV SIP Ceska republika/Czech Republic
Velitel Ustfedni hudby Armady Ceské republiky - hlavni dirigent

Narodil se 24.3.1969 ve Varnsdorfu, okres Dé¢in. Diky svému otci se jiz od
détstvi zajimal o hudbu. Po ukonceni zékladni $koly se rozhodl studovat
! hrunatrubkuve Vojenské hudebnikonzervatotivRoudnicinad Labem. Po
jejim tisp&$ném absolvovani nastoupil v roce 1987 k Ustfedni hudbé ACR
{ J jako hra¢ do sekce trubek a postupné zde prosel orchestralnimi funkcemi

% od orchestralniho hrace a7 po funkci koncertniho mistra. Béhem své ka-
riéry vykonneho profesionalnfho vojenského hudebnika se neustale vzdélaval, tiibil a rozvijel svijj
talent. Vroce 1994 vystudoval Prazskou konzervatot v oboru trubka a poté zacal studovat dirigovani
u profesora Jifiho Lhotského na Vojenské konzervatofi. Béhem studia se zucastnil konkur-
zu na misto dirigenta Ustfedni hudby ACR, byl Gspé&ény a od roku 1997 v této funkci ptisobil.
V roce 2000 ukonc¢il studium dirigovani a stava se zastupcem velitele. V sou¢asné dobé je velitelem
a hlavnim dirigentem UH ACR. V roce 2007 nastoupil ke studiu sbormistrovstvi na Univerzité
Karlové, avdak z rodinn}'rch dﬁvodﬁ toto studium pferu§il Pii studiu dirigovéni se zacal zajimat

vevs

partitury pro orchestr UH ACR, na jehoz vytecnem zvuku, dramaturgii i nezaménitelné podo-
bé nese svou pecet dirigentskou i aranzérskou. V instrumentaci se neustéle vyviji a dnes nejsou
vyjimkou instrumentace pro dechové, symfonické, tane¢ni a komorni uskupeni ve spolupraci
s prednimi evropskymi nakladatelstvimi. V poslednich letech se zacal profilovat téz jako hudebni
skladatel - v roce 2008 Ustfedni hudba ACR provedla premiéru jeho skladby ,,Stvoteni, ktera se
v odbornych kruzich setkala s velmi pfiznivou (aZz nad$enou) odezvou. Od té doby slozil jiz nékolik
skladeb napt.: Koncert pro trubku, Preludium, Intrdda ¢i Ceremonial Fanfare, ktera byla vybrana k
aktu udélovani vyznamenani Prezidentem Republiky. Jeho umélecky a dirigentsky zabér je velmi
§iroky, ale jeho doménou je predevsim symfonicky dechovy orchestr, kde md moznost uplatnit
veSkeré své muzikantské zameéry a predstavy. Je vyte¢nym interpretem klasické symfonické litera-
tury v upravach pro velky dechovy orchestr a mezi jeho oblibené autory patii zejména A. Dvordk,
B. Smetana, L. Jané&ek, P. I. Cajkovsky, M. Ravel, nebo t¥eba D. Sostakovi¢. Jako dirigent nékolikrat
vystupoval v ramci festivalu Prazské Jaro, ale také v zahrani¢i. Napfiklad v roce 2005 v kanadském
Quebecu, 2008 Oslo, 2010 USA a v mnoha zemich EU. Casto hostuje u &eskych, ale i Evropskych
orchestrtl. Rakousko, Némecko, Polsko, nebo Velka Britanie, kde v roce 2015 dirigoval koncert
v Londyné. Je ¢clenem odbornych rad, Svazu hudebnikt CR, nebo Asociace hudebnich umélctt
aveédct (AHUV). Kazdoro¢né je ¢lenem odbornych (i mezindrodnich) porot, které ptisobi v ramci
festivald, prehlidek a soutézi dechovych souborti a orchestri. Je zvan k ¢innosti pedagogické jako
lektor a ukazuje praci s orchestrem. Aktivné se zapojuje do hleddni novych soudobych ¢eskych
skladeb a je zvdn k dirigovani monster koncertt, a to jak v CR, tak i v zahraniéi. Jako dirigent je vel-
mi naro¢ny a peclivy a ma jasnou uméleckou predstavu o interpretaci dila. To sebou nese mj. velké
néroky na vSechny hudebniky v orchestru, ale jen takovéto préce je zarukou systematického vyvoje
orchestru. Proto je jen dobte, Ze postupné v préci s orchestrem Ustfedni hudby ACR vyzrél lidsky,
umeélecky, velitelsky i osobnostné, a tak pfedevsim v jeho osobé mé dlouholetd a vyjimeéna tradice
skvélych uméleckych §éfi, dirigentd, skladateli a aranzérit v Eele Ustfedn{ hudby zaruku dspéiné
perspektivy a uméleckého zrani.



JAROSLAV SiP
Chief Commander - chief Conductor of the Czech Army Central Band.

He was born on 24 March 1969 in Varnsdorf, district Déin. Thanks to his father, he has held
an interest in music ever since he was a child. After finishing elementary school he decided to
study trumpet at Military Conservatory in Roudnice nad Labem. After successful graduation, he
joined the Czech Armed Forces Central Band in 1987 as a player in the trumpet section and went
through various positions in the orchestra from player to concert master. During his career of an
efficient professional military musician he kept on educating himself, polishing and developing
his talent. In 1994 he graduated from the Prague Conservatory specialising in trumpet and then
started studying conducting under Professor Jiti Lhotsky at the Military Conservatory. During his
-studies, he successfully auditioned to become the conductor of the Czech Armed Forces Central
Band and has been holding the post since 1997. In 2000 he ended his study of conducting and
became deputy commandant. Currently he is the commandant and main conductor of the Czech
Armed Forces Central Band. In 2007 he started studying choirmastership at Charles University
but interrupted that study for family reasons. While studying conducting, he became interested
in instrumenting for a big brass orchestra. Today, he instruments even the most demanding sym-
phonic scores for the orchestra of the Czech Armed Forces Central Band, and has once and for all
put his conductor’s as well as arranger’s seal on its excellent sound, dramaturgy and unmistakable
form. He keeps on evolving in instrumentation; currently, his instrumentations for brass, sympho-
nic, dance and chamber formations in cooperation with prominent European publishers are not
an exception. In the last years, he started profiling also as a music composer - in 2008, the Czech
Armed Forces Central Band premiered his composition “Creation’, which has met with a very
positive (enthusiastic even) response in the expert circles. Since then, he has composed several
pieces, e.g. Concert for trumpet, Prelude, Intrada, or Ceremonial Fanfare, which has been selected
to accompany the act of granting decorations by the President of the Czech Republic. His artistic
as well as conducting activities are very broad but his domain is mostly symphonic brass orchestra
where he has the opportunity to express his musical intentions and visions. He is an excellent in-
terpreter of classical symphonic literature in adaptations for a big brass orchestra and his favourite
authors include A. Dvofdk, B. Smetana, L. Jandéek, P. I. Tchaikovsky, M. Ravel, or D. Shostakovich.
As a conductor, he performed several times as part of the Prague Spring, but also abroad e.g. in
2005 in Quebec, in 2008 in Oslo, in 2010 in the USA and also in many EU countries. He often gives
a guest performance in Czech and European orchestras, for example in Austria, Germany, Poland
or Great Britain where he conducted a concert in London in 2015. He is a member of expert coun-
cils, of the Czech Musicological Society and of the Association of Musicians and Musicologists
(AHUV). Every year he sits on expert juries (including international ones) on festivals, shows
and competitions of brass ensembles and orchestras. He often gets invited to give lecture and
present his work with the orchestra. He actively participates in searching for new contemporary
Czech compositions and gets invited to conduct monster concerts in the Czech Republic as well as
abroad. He is a very demanding and thorough conductor and has a clear artistic idea about the in-
terpretation of the opus. That brings along, among other things, big demands on all the musicians
in the orchestra; but only such tough work is the safeguard of systemic evolution of the orchestra.
It is therefore positive that throughout his work with the orchestra of the Czech Armed Forces
Central Band he has grown as a human, an artist and commandant and as a personality; and it
is precisely his personality that represents a guarantee of successful prospects and artistic growth
of the long-term and outstanding tradition of excellent art directors, conductors, composers and
arrangers in the leadership of the Central Band.

| Reditel a $éfdirigent Hudby Hradni straze a Policie Ceské republiky

Vaclav Blahunek (*1971, Olomouc) absolvoval Hudebni fakultu AMU
| v Praze, nejprve ve hie na klarinet a poté v oboru dirigovani (Radomil
| Eligka, Josef Kuchinka, Frantidek Vajnar). Za¢astnil se dirigentskych kur-
zi Jiftho Bélohlavka a Nicolase Pasqueta na HAMU v Praze, a Craiga
Kirchoffa na americké univerzité v Appletonu. Véaclav Blahunek spolupra-
cuje s mnoha domdacimi i zahrani¢nimi hudebnimi télesy, naptiklad fidil
Symfonicky orchestr hl. m. Prahy FOK, Plzeiiskou filharmonii, Komorni
filharmonii Pardubice, Filharmonii Bohuslava Martint Zlin, Filharmonii
Hradec Krélové, Tokio Kosei Wind Orchestra, Symfonicky orchestr Northern Illinois University v
Chicagu a mnohé dechové ansdmbly v USA. Hostoval také ve Stétni opete Praha a v divadle v Usti
nad Labem. V roce 2010 zakoncil doktorandské studium na HAMU v oboru Interpretace a teorie
interpretace, specializace dirigovani se zaméfenim na symfonicky repertoar dechového orchestru.
Véclav Blahunek ptisobi ve funkei dirigenta Hudby Hradni straZe a Policie Ceské republiky od
roku 1999, v roce 2009 byl jmenovan do funkce feditele télesa a zaroven i jeho $éfdirigenta. Ve
svém repertodru z oblasti symfonické dechové hudby klade diiraz na provddéni ptivodnich kom-
pozic ¢eskych i zahrani¢nich autort. V rdmci koncertt Mezindrodniho festivalu Prazského jara
(2005) zaznéla napiiklad pod jeho vedenim symfonie Karla Husy Hudba pro Prahu 68 v ¢eské
premiéte. Z koncertnich projektt pro Ceskou filharmonii to byl tspésny Gustav Mahler a vojen-
skd hudba v Jihlavé 1875, zivé nahrany na CD pro Arco Diva nebo Ceiti skladatelé v USA po roce
1848 (Karel Boleslav Jirék, Vaclav Nelhybel, Karel Husa) vysilany Ceskym rozhlasem. V ptipravé
jsou koncertni projekty pro festivaly Dny Bohuslava Martint ¢i Svatovaclavské slavnosti.

VACLAV BLAHUNEK (#1971 in Olomouc) graduated from the Music Faculty of the Pra-
gue Academy where he first studied clarinet (under Petr Cép) and then conducting (under Ra-
domil Eligka, Josef Kuchinka, Frantidek Vajnar, Jiti Chvéla, Pavel Pokorny, Leo§ Svarovsky and
Lubomir Matl). He took part in the courses of conducting by Jiti Bélohlavek and Nicolas Parquet
at the Prague Academy, and Craig Kirchoff at the American university in Appleeton. Viclav Bla-
hunek works with many orchestras and ensembles at home as well as abroad, including the Pil-
sen Philharmonic, the Prague Symphony Orchestra FOK, the Pardubice Chamber Philharmonic,
Bohuslav Martinti Philharmonic Zlin, Hradec Kralové Philharmonic, Northern Illionis Univesity
Symphony Orchestra in Chicago and wind ensembles in De Kalb and Dubuque in USA. He has
appeared as guest conductor at the Prague State Opera and the Ust{ nad Labem Theatre. In 2010,
he finished his doctorate studies at the Prague Academy in the subject of interpretation and the
theory of interpretation, with special emphasis on conducting the symphonic repertoire for wind
orchestras. Vaclav Blahunek has been conductor of the Prague Castle guard and Czech Police
Symphonic Band since 1999, being appointed its director and Chief conductor in 2009. In his re-
pertoire of symphonic wind band music, he takes special care to perform original compositions of
Czech as well as foreign composers. For instance, at the 2005 Prague Spring Festival he conducted
the first Czech performance of Karel Husa’s symphony Music for Prague 1968. He performed a
series of concerts called Karel Husa and his Pupils; Czech composers in the USA after 1948 (Karel
Boleslav Jirak, Vaclav Nelhybel, Karel Husa). Vaclav Blahunek is a deputy chairman of the Asso-
ciation of the Czech Wind Band Music and the WASBE Board of Directors member since 2015.
Among his endeavors is to promote Czech music worldwide, he brought the WASBE Conference
to Prague in July 8-11th, 2016 in honor of Vaclav Nelhybel, Julius Fu¢ik and he organized the In-
ternational WASBE Conference in Prague in honor of Karel Husa in 2021



OTTO M. SCHWARZ Rakousko/Austria
| Hudebni skladatel, hudebni producent

Otto M. Schwarz se narodil v Dolnim Rakousku a své prvni hudebni vzdeé-
lani ziskal na Hudebni $kole ve Wimpassingu a dale potom na Videriské
hudebni akademii, kam byl ptijat v r. 1978 jako nejmladsi student ptiprav-
ky prof. Franze Weisse. Déle nésledovalo studium hry na trumpetu u prof.
Josefa Pombergera z Videriské filharmonie a hudebni teorie u prof. Heinze
- Kratochwila. Asiv 15 letech se soucasné se studiem zacal projevovat jeho

skladatelsky talent a prvni tspéchy zaznamenal na ptidé pop music. T¥i

z jeho rannych kompozic byly vydany na singlech a umistily se v rakous-
kém Zebticku na stanici populdrni hudby O3. Jeho skladba Cesta ke svobodé (Der Weg zur Freiheit)
ziskala cenu za nejlepsi skladbu v piedkole soutéze Eurovision Song Contest v r. 1989. Tento tspéch
ho inspiroval k zaloZeni vlastniho nahravaciho studia, jez vydalo uZ tisice titult. Jako skladatel je
v soucasné dobé aktivnéjsi v oblasti reklamy, filmové hudby a znélek pro nejvyznamnéjsi televizni
stanice, jako napt. ARD, ZDF, ORF, RTL atd. Jeho CD se prodavaji ve vice nez 80 zemich svéta
a odhaduje se, Ze mé asi 2 milidny oficidlnich stazeni skladeb na riiznych hudebnich nosic¢ich. Od
r. 2001 se zaméfil téméf vyhradné na tvorbu filmové hudby pro mezindrodni filmové produkce.
Prvnim celove¢ernim projektem, kterého se zucastnil, byl Hooper ze serialové fady Police 110, jez
oslovil az 6 miliént divékil. Dale spolupracoval s produkéni spole¢nosti LISA and MONA Film,
nejvétdimi televiznimi kandly jako je ARD, ZDFE, ORF a italskou stanici RAL V bfeznu r. 2002
jeho hudba k filmové adaptaci roméanu ,Vodopady na Slunji“ ziskala cenu na Festivalu televizni
a filmové tvorby v italskych Benatkdch. Nésledovala hudba k filmtim se slavnymi herci, jako napf.
Horstem Tappertem, Francem Nerem a dal$imi, jeZ nasbiraly mnoho cen na mezindrodnich festi-
valech. Pozdéji se také podilel na produkei filmové hudby k seridlim Alpenklinik, Lilly Schénau,
The Country Doctor atd. Spolupracoval s vyznamnymi tviirci jako napt. Josefem Vilsmaierem,
Holgerem Barthelem, Karsten Wichniarzovou a mnoha dal$imi. Od r. 1995 vydava skladby v sym-
fonické sféfe u holandského nakladatelstvi De Haske, ve $vycarském Mitropa-Verlag a u jejich
mateiské americké firmy Hal Leonard. Mnohé z téchto skladeb, jako napt. Nostrodamus, Kolem
svéta za 80 dni, Let draka atd. jsou Gspé$né uvadény po celém svété. Pod znackou ,,Symphonic Di-
mensions od r. 2013 uvddi své skladby pro velké symfonické orchestry, z nichZ ty nejpopularné;jsi
byly pfearanzované pro toto nastrojové provedeni. Od prosince téhoZ roku jsou k dostdni na CD
nebo ke stazeni na ostatnich hudebnich nosi¢ich. Dalsi jeho dila ¢ekaji na vydani

OTTO M. SCHWARZ

Music composer, music producer

Born in Lower Austria, Otto M. Schwarz received his first music education at the Wimpassing
School of Music and later at the Music Academy in Vienna. He was admitted there in 1978 as the
youngest student in Professor Franz Weiss’ preparatory class. Studies followed on trumpet with
Professor Josef Pomberger of the Vienna Philharmonic and in music theory with Professor Heinz
Kratochwil. At the age of 15, alongside his studies his talent for composition began to emerge. His
first successes came in the field of pop music. Three of Otto M. Schwarz’ early compositions were
released as singles and placed in the Austro charts of the O3 pop music station. Der Weg zur Fre-
iheit (The Road to Freedom) won the prize for best composition in the preliminary round of the
1989 Eurovision Song Contest. Inspired by this success, he had set up his own recording studio,
in which he has produced thousands of titles. As a composer, he is more active in advertising, film
scores and jingles for the major television networks such as ARD, ZDE ORE RTL and many others
these days. In collaboration with the renowned international publishers, his CDs are played and
sold in over 80 countries around the world. He has sold an estimated two million CDs or official
downloads. Since 2001 Otto M. Schwarz has almost exclusively produced film scores for interna-



tional film productions. The first full-length project in which he was involved in was Hooper from
the series Police 110, reaching six million viewers. He has worked together with LISA and MONA
Film, producing work for the German broadcasters ARD, ZDF, the Austrian Broadcasting Corpo-
ration ORF and the Italian broadcaster RALIn March 2002, the film adaptation of the novel Die
Wasserfille von Slunj (The Waterfalls of Slunj), which he set to music, won a prize at the Venice
TV Festival. Films with Horst Tappert, Franco Nero and other famous film actors followed. He la-
ter took over the film music production for such well-known series as Alpenklinik, Lilly Schonau,
The Country Doctor, etc. He collaborated on films directed by Josef Vilsmaier, Holger Barthel,
Karsten Wichniarz, and many others. Since 1995, his compositions in the symphonic sphere have
been published by the Dutch music publisher De Haske, by the Swiss publisher Mitropa-Verlag
and in America by their parent company Hal Leonard. Works such as Nostrodamus, Around the
World In 80 Days, Dragon Fight and many others are performed successfully over the world.
Under the programmatic name ‘Symphonic Dimensions’ in 2013, Otto M. Schwarz delivered his
first piece produced for a large symphony orchestra. Some of his most popular compositions have
been rearranged for this instrumentation and since December 2013 have been available on CD or
to download. Further works in this direction are already in the pipeline.

BRASS BAND OF CENTRAL MILITARY BAND OF CZECH ARMY

Vznikl v poloviné devadesatych let minulého stoleti z pfednich s6listti a hract Zestovych sekci pod vedenim
tehdejitho velitele hudby a hlavniho dirigenta plukovnika Karla Bélohoubka, ktery pro tento soubor instru-
mentoval a nastudoval s nim velké mnoZstvi skladeb riiznych zanri. Na konci devadesatych let jeho umé-
leckou, dirigentskou a aranzérskou pozici ptevzal tehdejsi dirigent a dnesni velitel - hlavni dirigent Ustiedni
hudby ACR podplukovnik Jaroslav Sip. Vedoucim souboru je nadporuéik Jan Pohofaly. Zestové téleso tvori
obvykle 11 hudebniki - hrd¢i na Zestové nastroje: 3 trubky, 2 lesni rohy, 2 tuby, 2 pozouny, 1 tenor, bici
(tympany) Pfi nékterych koncertech vystupuje se souborem také sélista na harfu. Soubor je bohaté vyuzivin
pii mnoha koncertnich reprezenta¢nich akcich Armady Ceské repubhky doma i v zahranici. V jeho reper-
toaru nechybi Gpravy klasickych mistrovskych dél od baroka po sou¢asnou hudbu a nové Gipravy riznych
populérnich skladeb. Jeho doménou véak ziistavé interpretace slavnych dél ,vazné“ hudby v koncertné vir-
tudznich tipravich pro Zestovou harmonii. Orchestr se za vice nez dvé desetileti svého ptisobeni vyprofiloval
v jedine¢né koncertni téleso, které se na vefejnosti prezentuje skvélou interpretaci mistrovskych dél autori
véech zanri a obdobi, mimotadné kultivovanym projevem a nenapodobitelnym zvukem. Zdkladem je nejen
jedine¢né mistrostvi véech hudebnikd a virtudzni vyutiti jejich interpretacnich schopnosti v nové vytvare-
nych partiturach, ale také jejich sponténnost a laska k hudbé. V poslednich letech stoupa obliba chrémovych
koncertii Brass Bandu i jeho vystoupeni v rdmci riiznjch spolecenskych setkani, na slavnostnich rautech ¢i
veletich a dalsich podobnych akcich.



Uméleckym vedoucim je podplukovnik Jaroslav Sip. Téleso tvori nejéastéji 11 hudebniki - hraét na Zestové
nastroje: 3 trubky, 2 lesn rohy, 2 tuby, 2 pozouny, 1 tenor, tympény (bici néstroje). Pfi nékterych koncertech
s télesem aktivné vystupuje téZ slistka na harfu.

The Brass Band was established in the mid-1990s from the top soloists and brass section players under the
leadership of then commander and chief conductor Colonel Karel Bélohoubek. He arranged and rehearsed
a wide range of compositions across various genres for the ensemble. At the end of the 1990s, his artistic,
conducting, and arranging role was taken over by the then-conductor and the current commander - chief
conductor of the Central Band of the Czech Armed Forces, Lieutenant Colonel Jaroslav Sip. The current lea-
der of the ensemble is the First Lieutenant Jan Pohotaly. The brass ensemble typically comprises 11 musicians
playing brass instruments: 3 trumpets, 2 French horns, 2 tubas, 2 trombones, 1 tenor horn, and percussion
(timpani). At some concerts, a harp soloist also performs with the group. The ensemble is widely used for
many ceremonial and representative events of the Czech Armed Forces, both domestically and abroad. Its
repertoire includes arrangements of classical masterpieces ranging from the Baroque period to contempo-
rary music, as well as new arrangements of various popular compositions. However, its specialty remains
the interpretation of famous works of classical music in concert-virtuoso arrangements for brass harmony.
Over more than two decades, the orchestra has developed into a unique concert ensemble that presents
itself to the public with outstanding interpretations of masterworks from all genres and eras, with a highly
refined performance style and an unmistakable sound. This is based not only on the exceptional skill of all
musicians and their virtuoso use of interpretive abilities in newly created scores, but also on their spontaneity
and love for music. In recent years, the popularity of Brass Band’s church concerts has increased, as well as
its performances at various social gatherings, gala dinners, and similar formal events. The ensemble usually
consists of 11 brass musicians: 3 trumpets, 2 French horns, 2 tubas, 2 trombones, 1 tenor horn, and timpani
(percussion). At some concerts, our harp soloist also performs with the ensemble. The artistic director is
Lieutenant Colonel Jaroslav Sip.

Dechovy orchestr ZUS Prelou¢ vznikl jiz v roce 1961. Od roku 2007 vede orchestr Michal Chme-
lat. Orchestr se od té doby rozsifuje jak v poctu ¢lend, tak i v nstrojovém obsazeni. Mezi nejvétsi
tuspéchy za poslednich nékolik let patff zlatd pdsma na mezindrodnich soutéZich v Praze (2008,
2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2018 a 2019), Ostravé (2013), Bratislavé (2011), Hohenstein - Ersthal



(2012), Leszné (2009), Zrenjaninu (2018) a Vysokém Myté (2010). V roce 2012, 2014 a 2017 or-
chestr zvitézil v soutézi Concerto Bohemia a t¢astnil se koncertu vitézii na Zofiné. V roce 2016
vystoupil na mezinérodni konferenci WASBE v Praze v séle Ceské narodni banky. Za poslednich
10 let koncertoval v Estonsku, Francii, Italii, Némecku, Bulharsku, Srbsku, Madarsku, Polsku a na
Slovensku. V zévéru skolniho roku potad4 ZUS Prelout Zestové interpretaéni kurzy pro zdky ZUS
a studenty konzervatofi.

Dechovy orchestr BaSaPa vznikl ve $kolnim roce 2003/2004 pod vedenim Frantiska Machace.
Nézev vznikl z pfijmeni zakladajicich ¢lent - Bachury, Sandorovych a Pavitka. Od roku 2011 je
soucasti ZUS Karla Malicha v Holicich a dnes ¢ita na 60 mladych hudebniki z Holic a okoli. Od
roku 2018 orchestr vede Mgr. art. Ondfej Lisy. Repertoar zahrnuje skladby ¢eskych i svétovych
autort, lidovou, filmovou a popularni hudbu. Orchestr pravidelné vystupuje na kulturnich akcich,
soutézich a spolupracuje na projektech ZUS. Reprezentoval mésto Holice v partnerskych méstech
Strzelce Opolskie (Polsko) a Medzev (Slovensko). V r. 2024 se t¢astnil na Cermakové Vysokém



Miyté, kde ziskal zvla$tni uznani za interpretaci ,Czardas® (Stépan Pistora), také ocenéni skupiny
bicich nastrojii a cenu divakil. Déle ziskal stfibrné pasmo v krajském kole soutéze dechovych or-
chestrii v Preloudi, mél premiéru na festivalu Kmochtv Kolin, vystoupeni na ZUS Open v Hed¢i
u Krélik a koncert v Senatu (Valdstejnskd zahrada, Praha). V r. 2023 obdrzel Ocenéni za interpre-
taci ,Three Czech Folk Songs* na Cermakové Vysokém Myté a uznani pro kapelnika Ondfeje Lisé-
ho za praci s mlddezi.Dechovy orchestr BaSaPa je vyznamnou souéasti kulturniho déni v regionu
a hrdé reprezentuje ¢eskou dechovou hudbu.

The BaSaPa Brass Orchestra was founded in the school year 2003/2004 under the leadership of
Franti$ek Machad.

Since 2011, it has been
part of the Karel Malich Basic Artistic School in Holice and now consists of 60 young musicians
from Holice and surrounding areas. Since 2018, the orchestra has been led by Mgr. art. Ondfej
Lisy. Its repertoire consists of works by Czech and international composers, as well as folk, film,
and popular music. The orchestra regularly performs at cultural events, competitions, and colla-
borates on ZUS (Basic Artistic School) projects. It has represented the town of Holice in its partner
cities, Strzelce Opolskie (Poland) and Medzev (Slovakia). Among its many successes belong the

Orchestr byl zalozen v roce 1972 jako dvaceti¢lenny dechovy orchestr pfi mistni hudebni $kole.
Sdruzeni Dechového orchestru Dunakeszi bylo zaloZeno v roce 1990 s cilem oZivit hudebni Zi-
vot ve mésté a poskytnout studentim hudebni $koly ptilezitost aktivné a pravidelné hrat hudbu
na vysoké urovni. Mezi ¢leny vznikla fada prételstvi, a proto spole¢né muzicirovani, pravidelné
a svédomité zkougky jsou pro né radosti. Zkousky, vystoupeni, koncerty, zahrani¢ni cesty a hu-
debni tabory posiluji soudrinost orchestru, prohlubuji vztahy a pratelstvi mezi ¢leny a zdroven
rozvijeji jejich umélecky vkus a naroky na hudbu.

Sbor dobrovolnych hasi¢i Kasina byl zalozen v roce 1926 a dechovy orchestr zacal piisobit v roce
1931 jako nedilna soucast sdruzeni. Jiz 94 let je orchestr nepostradatelnym ti¢astnikem spolecen-
skych a kulturnich udalosti v mistni komunité a §irsi oblasti Zahfebu. Béhem této doby se zucast-
nil mnoha festivalii a soutézi po celém Chorvatsku, Slovinsku, Rakousku a Ceské republice. Pra-
videlné vystupuje na kazdoro¢nich hudebnich festivalech pofadanych Chorvatskym hasi¢skym
svazem, méstem Zéhteb nebo chorvatskym Ministerstvem kultury. Kromé toho hraje pti slavnost-
nich udalostech zéhfebského hasi¢ského sboru. Vichni jsou obzvlasté hrdi na dlouholetou tradici
potadéni letnich a vénoénich koncertt pro mistni komunitu - tradici, ktera trva jiz vice nez 15 let.
Vétsinu ¢lent orchestru tvoii mladi hudebnici z Kasiny a okolnich oblasti. Svou hudebni drahu
obvykle zalinaji v mistni interni ,hudebni $kole®, ktera funguje od roku 1995.

Volunteer firefighting association Ka$ina was founded in 1926, and the brass orchestra started
in 1931, as an integral part of the association. For the last 94 years, the orchestra has been a vital
participant of social and cultural events in local community and greater Zagreb area. During that
period, it has attended numerous festivals and competitions across Croatia, Slovenia, Austria and
the Czech Republic. They regularly perform at the annual music festivals organized by Croatian
firefighting association, the city of Zagreb or the Croatian ministry of culture. Besides that, they
play at formal events of the Zagreb fire department, and are especially proud of continuously gi-
ving the summer and Christmas concerts to the local community, the tradition lasting more than
15 years.

The Kaposvar Wind Orchestra was founded in 1967 as an orchestra of the Pioneering Movement.
The 58-year-old ensemble has been led by several conductors over the years, and is currently led
by Béla Szabolcs Kerekes. The orchestra is very important in the cultural life of Somogy County
and the South Transdanubian region. They currently have 65 members, most of them are students
of the Kaposvar Liszt Ferenc Music School and/or members of the Kaposvar Wind Orchestra
Association. One of the orchestra’s professional objectives is the popularization of original wind
orchestra repertoire, including Hungarian composers’ pieces. It is also very important to bring
valuable wind music to the widest spectrum of audience. The ensemble has achieved outstanding
results in several national and international competitions, e.g. in 2010, received GOLD qualifi-
cation in the ,,C* category as a member of WASBE, won Grand Prix Award (Grand Prize) at II.
International Wind Orchestra Competition Yalta (Ukraine), in 2011, participated in VIL. Somogy
County Festival and was awarded special prize for the “purest sounding” and Special Creative
Award for Andras Major (for composing his own work). Their first studio CD: Ad Libitum was
released in 2011. Futher successes include: in 2015, at the Eastern Europe International Wind
Orchestra Competition BEGA FEST 1st Prize Best of Betters, in 2017 at the BEGA FEST Ist prize
Best of Betters; and recently in 2024 at IV. BEGA FEST won 1st prize Grand Prix.

Od roku 1987
ma kapela také vlastni tane¢ni skupinu. V letech 1990-1992 orchestr dirigoval Janis Puring a v roce
1992 se uméleckym vedoucim stal Maris Martinsons. Od roku 2024 ptisobi jako druhy dirigent
$irokou 8kélu skladeb - od tradi¢nich pochod a studentskych pisni pres klasické tpravy az po
originalni skladby autort z Loty3ska i ze zahrani¢i. Repertodr je vidy peclivé vybirdn podle kon-
krétniho koncertu. Na velkych koncertech a soutéZich se objevuji zejména originaly evropskych
skladateld a ipravy barokni a klasické hudby, zatimco na pouli¢nich vystoupenich se hraji hlavné
upravy jazzovych, populdrnich a jinych zdnrt leh¢i hudby.

Riga Technical University Students’ Wind Band SPO was founded on 5 March 1969 in Riga.
Between 1969 and 1990, the band was led by its founder and Chief Conductor Hermanis Eglitis.
The band has had its dance group since 1987. Janis Purins conducted the orchestra between 1990
and 1992, but Maris Martinsons assumed the role of Artistic Director in 1992. Krisjanis Circens
has been working as the Second Conductor of the band since 2024 and Gita Udre assumed leade-
rship of the dance group in 1994. The band plays a wide range of compositions from traditional
marches and medleys of student songs to classical arrangements, as well as originals by composers
from Latvia and abroad. The repertoire is selected for each concert specifically. Originals by the
European composers and arrangements of baroque and classical music are generally featured in
large concerts and competitions, while arrangements of jazz, popular and other genres of light
music are mainly played at street concerts. Pieces by Latvian composers and folk music, enhanced
by Gita Udre’s dance group, have become especially popular. Among their many successes be-
long the participation in many festivals, e.g. at International wind band competition in Goldach
(Switzerland) -2nd place; in 2007, at 3rd International Wind Band Competition ,,Slovenia 2007
in Novo Mesto (Slovenia) — 2nd place; in 2013, they participated in the XXV Latvian Song and
Dance Festival - 2nd place in the highest group at the wind band show; in 2018, won in the XXVI
Latvian Song and Dance Festival - 2nd place in the highest group at the wind band show; and in
2019, competed at XX. Music Festival in Giulianova (Italy) - 1st place in the category ,,Musical
Band with Majorettes”

Ltdrasveit Hafnarfjardar je koncertni kapela z Hafnarfjérdur, ptistavniho mésta v oblasti hlavniho
mésta Islandu s populaci kolem 30 000 obyvatel. Orchestr byl zaloZen v roce 1950 a je jedinou
koncertni kapelou v Hafnarfjérduru a okolnich méstech, kromé Reykjaviku, hlavniho mésta Is-
landu. Orchestr ma vice nez 40 aktivnich &lenii ve véku od 20 do 77 let, pficemz néktefi z nich
v ném hraji jiz od zacatku 70. let. Ackoli je Ludrasveit Hafnarfjardar amatérskym souborem, tro-
veni jeho hudebniho vykonu je velmi vysokd. Orchestr porddd dva velké koncerty kazdy rok, kde
hraje prevazné koncertni skladby a tradi¢ni hudbu pro koncertni kapely. Na mensich koncertech
kapela hraje tradi¢ni koncertni hudbu, popovou hudbu a Zivou smés islandské lidové a popové
hudby. Od roku 2014 vycestoval orchestr pétkréat na turné do evropskych zemi, kde hral na vetej-
nych prostranstvich a v malych salech, nasaval mistni atmosféru.

Ltdrasveit Hafnarfjardar is a concert band from Hafnarfjordur, a seaport town in the Capital Re-
gion of Iceland with a population of around 30,000. The band was founded in 1950 and is the only
concert band in Hafnarfjérdur and the surrounding towns, apart from Reykjavik, the capital of
Iceland. The band has more than 40 active members, ranging in age from 20 to 77, some of whom
have been playing in the band since the early 1970s. Although Ludrasveit Hafnarfjardar is an
amateur group, the level of musical performance is very high. The band holds two major concerts
each year, performing primarily concert pieces and traditional music for concert bands. At smaller
concerts, the band plays traditional concert music, pop songs, and a lively mix of Icelandic folk
and pop music. Since 2014, the band has undertaken five tours to various European countries,
performing in public spaces and small venues, soaking up the local atmosphere and connecting
with the local vibe.

Repertoar orchestru zahrnuje polky a pochody, moderni skladby
a filmovou hudbu, pravy soucasnych popovych hitd i originalni skladby pro dechovy orchestr.
Orchestr dosahl velkych uspéchit na Cetnych koncertech i v rtiznych regionalnich a narodnich
soutézich v Itlii a Slovinsku. Kromé Zetnych vystoupeni ve Slovinsku a Itdlii se orchestr ti¢ast-
ni i riznych mezinarodnich hudebnich setkdni a vystupoval v Janové, Praze, Vidni, Salzburgu,
Zahiebu, San Marinu a Francii. Godbeno drustvo Prosek se aktivné zapojuje do Zivota mésta
a regionu, ve kterém puisobi: spolupracuje s fadou sousednich sdruZzeni, tcastni se véech vyznam-
nych spole¢enskych a kulturnich udélosti, pofddd letni hudebni koncerty Zaigrajmo skupaj na
Proseku (Zahrajme si spolu na Proseku) a vydalo jiz dvé knihy o své historii a dva hudebni no-
sice — CD Melodije (Melodie) a Na odru (Na p6édiu). Od roku 2008 orchestr vedl prof. Ivo Basic,



avroce 2023 prevzala dirigentskou taktovku Irina Perosa, s niz se orchestr v kvétnu 2024 zicastnil
Mezindrodni soutéZe Silvia Zanchetty v Bertiolu (Itdlie), kde poprvé vystoupil v prvni (nejvy3si)
kategorii obtiZnosti. SdruZeni provozuje Hudebni 3kolu, ktera nabiz{ vyuku dechovych, Zestovych
a bicich ndstroj. Zatimco nejmladsi déti (ve véku 4 aZ 7 let) nav§tévuji hudebni kurzy pro nej-
mensi, nejzkuSenéj$i zéci Hudebni $koly tvofi Mladeznicky orchestr, ktery od roku 2023 vede
Tina Renar. MlddeZnicky orchestr se Glastni fady koncertt a setkdni mladeZnickych orchestr
a kazdoro¢né vystupuje na festivalu mlddeznickych orchestri ,Slavko Luxa®, ktery pofada samot-
né sdruzeni.

The Godbeno drustvo Prosek wind orchestra was founded on 23 May 1904 in Prosek near Trieste
(Italy) as a reflection of the Slovenian minority in Italy. The repertoire of the band includes polkas
and marches, modern compositions and soundtracks, arrangements of contemporary pop hits
and original compositions for wind orchestra. The band has achieved great success in numerous
concerts as well as in various regional and national competitions in Italy and Slovenia. In addition
to numerous performances in Slovenia and Italy, the band also participates in various internatio-
nal music meetings and has performed in Genoa, Prague, Vienna, Salzburg, Zagreb, San Marino
and France. Godbeno drustvo Prosek is attentive to the reality of the town and the area in which
it operates: it cooperates with numerous neighbouring associations, is present at all major events
and cultural events, organises the summer music concerts Zaigrajmo skupaj na Proseku (Let’s Play
Together in Prosek), and has already published two books on its own history, and two CDs, Melo-
dije (Melodies) and Na odru (On the stage). Since 2008, the band has been led by prof. Ivo Basic,
and in 2023 the conductor's baton was taken over by Irina Perosa, with whom the band took part
in the Silvio Zanchetta International Competition in Bertiolo (Italy) in May 2024, performing for
the first time in the first category of difficulty. The association runs a Music School, which offers
wind, brass and percussion lessons, while the youngest children (aged 4 to 7) attend Music Lessons
for the little ones. The most experienced pupils of the Music School also form the Youth Orchestra,
which has been led by Tina Renar since 2023. The Youth Orchestra takes part in numerous con-
certs and youth orchestra meetings, and every year performs at the Festival for youth orchestras
“Slavko Luxa’, organised by the association.
